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CIRCUIT DIAGRAM MFG 40-100

The MFG 40-100 includes a power supply as well as a sine
wave signal generator to generate a 50 or 60 Hz-signal. To
adjust the test-level an external ampere meter (not
included in delivery) is required.

A High/Low-range selector at the likewise integrated
amplifer allows to finetune the test level at low magnetic
field strengths.

The required magnetic-field-frequency can be selected
with a seperate switch. 4 mm safety banana plugs has to
be used to connect the loop antenna.
