Placement Instructions

/\ The equipment must be installed on a flat surface without any deformation. An uneven surface,
either caused by its own weight or by the weight of the preheater or support, can lead to damage to
the equipment.

Height Adjustment

PHBS support allows adjustment for 3 heights between the PCB and the Heating Area of the Pre-
heater Unit. To change the height, do as follows:

To raise the support, hold the base and pull up. To lower the support, press the button and
push down.

Choose one of the 3 positions to suit your working needs.
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Fast PCB Replacement
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The support lets you replace PCBs of the same batch fast and easily thanks to the spring-loaded
clamps, located at the frontal sliding guide. To do this, there is no need to open the sliding guide

knob (1) and nor to move the sliding guides.

Placing another PCB

Fit the new PCB into the spring-loaded clamps
at the frontal sliding guide, push the PCB
towards you (4) to gain enough space to fit the
opossite side of the PCB into the clamps on
the rear sliding guide (5).

The PCB will be automatically held in place by
the force of the spring-loaded clamps.

Reworking large
PCBs

Use the 4 rubber caps to place
PCBs larger than the support
or thicker than 3mm. To ensure
that the guides do not collide
with the PCB, they must be
removed first.

Status Indicator

The led status indicator indicates as follows the
status of the preheater:

Blue:
The unit is resting, not heating. On the display,
the symbol [0 “Stop” (1) is shown.

Green:

The unit is running and heating accordingly
to the operating mode. On the display, the
symbol > “Play” (2) is shown.

Red:

The unit has stopped after having finished a
heating cycle. The red light indicates that the
glass of the heating unit may be hot.

After cooling down, the LED turns blue and
the symbol [0 “Stop” (1) appears on the display.

Flashing red:
An error has occurred. The console display
indicates the error type.

Main Menu

After switching on the preheater, the main
menu can be accessed by pressing the menu
button on the console.

Setting Thermocouples Function

Select Thermocouples from the Work mode menu to set them up.
The thermocouples (TC) can work in three different ways depending on what is needed.

[C]- Control: the unit maintains the selected temperature.
- Protection: the Heater Unit stops if the TC reaches the selected temperature.
- Info: the TC temperature is shown on the work display.
The TC1 is always working in Control mode for the Temperature mode as well as for Profiles mode.
The temperature of each TC can also be selected from the work display.
Recommended Guidelines
1. Place the control thermocouple as near as possible to the component being worked on.
2. If there are any sensitive components, use a thermocouple as protection.

You can select the protection temperature in the thermocouples menu. If the selected temperature
is reached, the Heater Unit will stop the process and a warning message will be shown.

control/protection temperature limit.

Teach Profile

For repetitive jobs it is also possible to run customized profiles without the thermocouple (TC). In order
to do so, the Teach profile mode has to be executed before running any profile. It can be executed
from the Work mode menu if the Profiles mode is selected. The first time, the thermocouple must be
connected. Once the profile has been run to the end, the system has all the process data which you
can save.

Once it is saved, you can run this profile without connecting the thermocouple (TC). The heating
process will be the same as long as the same working conditions are respected.

The profiles which already have the data from the Teach profile are marked with this symbol

These profiles can be run either with or without the Thermocouples. It can be chosen from the

Profiles mode work screen:

JBC Predefined Profiles
There are 3 profiles predefined by JBC: A, B and C. The difference between them is the number of
steps: 2, 3 or 4. The thicker your PCB is and the more layers it contains, the more steps are needed
to obtain gradual warming.

Predefined profiles use the low position of the support.

These profiles are not modifiable but they can be used as templates to create your own profiles.

Safety
